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The Resilient Maryland Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) is being implemented through a program in Maryland resulting from the federal Safeguarding Tomorrow through Ongoing Risk Mitigation (STORM) Act, an amendment to the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Act. Through the RLF program, local governments are invited to apply for loans with interest rates no more than one percent to finance projects and activities that mitigate the impacts of natural hazards.

Local governments may take out loans to carry out projects that mitigate effects of natural disasters on behalf of: 
· Homeowners
· Businesses
· Nonprofit organizations
· Communities 

Funds may be used to increase resilience and mitigate the impacts of disasters including, but not limited to:
· Floods				
· Snowstorms
· Tornados
· Extreme heat
· Severe storms
· Wildfires
· Earthquakes
· Drought
· Shoreline erosion;
· High water levels; and
· Storm surges

The loans may also be used to finance:
· Low-impact development
· Wildland-urban interface management
· Conservation areas
· Reconnection of floodplain and open space projects
· Building code adoption
· Zoning and land use planning

Additionally, the revolving loans may be used to satisfy a local government’s non-federal cost share requirement for Hazard Mitigation grants including:
· Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP)
· Flood Mitigation Assistance (FMA)
· Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC)
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· A presidential disaster declaration is not required in order to be eligible for the loan.
· Participation in the National Flood Insurance Program is not required
· Can be used for the non-federal cost share for a hazard mitigation grant
· Studies have shown that mitigation projects save an average of $6 in future recovery costs for every $1 spent.
