1. Welcome and Opening Comments - Anna Sierra, Assistant Secretary Strategy & External Affairs
a. Meeting called to order at 13:00 by Anna Sierra, Assistant Secretary Strategy & External Affairs. Roll call completed for attendance. Quorum at time of roll call 12 members present. 

2. Mesonet Updates - Chas Eby, Deputy Secretary
a. Chas Eby, Deputy Secretary MDEM, provided updates for the Maryland Mesonet Program regarding station installation, future utilization for the state, and training opportunities. 
i. Douglas Brown commented on the utilization of Maryland Mesonet in Carroll County, linking state laws concerning hydration and heat with jurisdictionally based Mesonet sites that assist in monitoring wet-bulb globe temperatures. 

3. Office of Resilience Updates - Summer Modelfino, Deputy CRO 
a. Summer Modelfino, Deputy Chief Resilience Officer, briefed on the Maryland Office of Resilience background, the Statewide Resilience Strategy development and uptake, available resources developed within the office, and initiatives.

4. Federal Actions Update - Chas Eby, Deputy Secretary 
a. Chas Eby, Deputy Secretary MDEM, briefed on federal actions impacting the state, specifically relates to Western Maryland recovery efforts, FEMA Review Council, Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC), Preparedness Grants (e.g., Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG), Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI), and Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP)), Nation Guard, and Federal Funding oversight.
i. Colonel Patrick Hawkins of the Maryland National Guard (MDNG) delivered an update regarding the Executive Order signed by President Trump, which mandates the Secretary of Defense to establish specialized public order units. 
ii. Jasper Jones posed a question regarding considerations related to advance payment versus reimbursement in the context of awarded grant funding.
1. Most grants operate on a reimbursement basis and adhere to standard procedures. Standard procedures imply that the project falls within the designated period of performance and meets eligibility requirements as outlined in the notice of opportunity. Any modifications to this process remain pending, and the department will continue to monitor the situation.

a. A tentative meeting is planned to review the MDEM Strategic Plan with the council, allowing for their comments.
